13.  Regimental Report: Hugh O’Donnell for LCol B. Takeuchi          
 
Current unit strength (Camerons not Wpg Inf Tac Gp) is 11 Officers and 106 NCMs which includes 3 deployed overseas in Afghanistan (Maj Douglass, MCpl Snidal and Cpl Davidson) who are due back in December.  In addition we have another 9 personnel ERE who do not work with the unit.  Notable additions and deletions:  Maj Dennis Desrochers has transferred to the Royal Winnipeg Rifles but he has been replaced by Capt (soon to be Maj) Ray Taylor who has transferred to us from the Rifles.  We have taken a new padre on strength - Capt Doug LeClair, who had previously been with the unit for a few months as a civilian officiating clergy while awaiting completion of his processing at the recruiting centre.  MWO Lloyd Harris retired just before the summer but we are expecting WO Dan Merlin to transfer into the unit this month.

 

2011 has been an exceedingly busy year so far.  In February the Camerons provided 17 all-ranks for Ex NORTHERN BISON 11 which was a 300 Km move from Churchill to Arviat as the validation exercise for the Arctic Response Company Group.  In April/May we provided 25 all-ranks for the Area exercise, Ex WESTERN DEFENDER 11 in Shilo and immediately following that (as in the very next day) we provided 24 all-ranks for Op LUSTRE, the flood fighting in and around Portage la Prairie.  In June we provided support to the military display at the Red River Ex.  In August, right in the middle of summer tasks and courses (not to mention the moving of unit lines to consolidate the entire Tac Gp in the West end of Minto), we also sent 8 NCMs to participate in the Area exercise, Ex MAPLE DEFENDER 11 at the Canadian Manoeuvre Training Centre in Wainwright.  I had the pleasure of being reviewing officer for a Basic Infantry Course graduation in Shilo in August.  Of 16 graduates, 6 were Camerons and they claimed 3 out of 4 of the course awards - top candidate, most physically fit candidate and most improved candidate.  The only one we didn't take was top shot.

 

The Pipes & Drums have been very busy this summer as well.  In June they supported the Legion 43rd Dominion Convention here in Winnipeg and Decoration Day in Altona.  In July they participated in the rededication of the St Claude Cenotaph.  Last month they were once again involved at the Scottish Pavilion for Folklorama, played at the Regiment's Annual Reunion, opened the Winnipeg Blue Bomber's Military Appreciation Night at CanadInns Stadium and participated in the 100th Anniversary of the Rural Municipality of Coldwell.  This month they have already participated in the Selkirk Settlers parade.
